STEP 1: MARK ANCHOR POINTS
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A. Place the safety net over B. Mark the anchor points

STEP 5: FINAL SAFETY CHECK

« Walk around the pool and inspect all anchor points and ensure
all SS clips are pressed properly.

* Ensure all hooks, clips and tensioners are properly secured and
safety net is tightened.

 Apply gentle downward pressure at the center of the net, it should
remain firm without sagging.

» Ensure that the entire cover is evenly tensioned and safe for use.

e Walking or sitting is prohibited on the safety net.
